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This presentation will introduce the SLUGS
autonomous development platform for UAVs -
Unmanned Aerial Vehicles - also known as
drones. Pavlo will discuss the goals and science
of the project, and the challenges faced in
adapting SLUGS for the open source world.
There will be hands-on demonstrations and Q/A.
